In consideration of the acceptance of my entry and the substantial volunteer effort of the employees, representatives by/for South Haven Yacht Club (host hereafter), The Undersigned hereby—

1. WAIVES AND RELEASES ANY AND ALL CLAIMS, INCLUDING THOSE OF NEGLIGENCE OR EQUIVALENT CONDUCT WHICH I MAY HAVE AGAINST THE Host, ITS DIRECTORS, MEMBERS, EMPLOYEES, REPRESENTATIVES, ASSOCIATED COLUNTEERS AND (if applicable) THE UNTIED STATES STAILING ASSOCIATION (“US SAILING”) REULSTING FROM MY PARTICIPATING IN THE South Haven Invitational Regatta (“event” hereafter) AND ALL ACTIONS RELATED THERETO.

2. Understands the serious accidents occasional occur during yacht racing, and that participants in yacht racing occasional sustain mortal or serious personal injuries, and/or property damage, and acknowledges my responsibilities in participating in this event, for my decisions to start or continue to race in the event and to make certain that my boat, equipment and crew are seaworthy for the conditions which may be encountered during my participation.

3. Retains any and all rights against other competitors for any wrongful acts by them; and retains all rights against the Host, its directors, members, employees, representatives and associated volunteers for the event which are not related in any way to my participation in , the preparations for, the racing, return, protests and removal of my boat from the site of the event.

I have read the foregoing entry, including its release provisions, and I hereby accept its terms and conditions.

I agree to be bound by The Racing Rules of Sailing and by other rules that govern this event.

Sailing Instructions

ENTRIES

Entry - Early

Competitors may enter by delivering a completed entry form and entry fee ($40) to the South Haven Yacht Club (SHYC) before 9:00 p.m. on June 12, 2009.

Entry - Day of Event

Competitors may enter by delivering a completed entry form and entry fee ($50) to the South Haven Yacht Club (SHYC) before 9:00 a.m. on June 13, 2009.

1. RULES

1.1. The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing 2005-2008.  Any additions or changes will be posted on the official notice board (located in the dining room of the SHYC).

2. NOTICES TO COMPETITORS

2.1. Notices to competitors will be posted on the official notice board.

3. SIGNALS MADE ASHORE

3.1. Signals made ashore will be displayed from the Race Committee boat.  If a postponement is signaled ashore, the warning signal will be made not less than 30 minutes after AP is lowered.

4. SCHEDULE

4.1. Three races Saturday.

4.2. Two races Sunday.

4.3. A competitors’ meeting will be held at 9:30 a.m. each day of the event.

4.4. The warning signal for the first race will be at approximately 10:30 a.m. each day of the event.

4.5. Subsequent races each day will be held as soon as possible after the end of the previous race.

4.6. No race Saturday shall start later than 4:00p.m.

4.7. No race Sunday shall start later then 2:00p.m.

5. SECTION FLAGS

5.1. Sections will utilize LMPHRF ratings.  If a copy of your rating is not provided, the Race Committee will assign a rating.  Handicaps will be scored using the “Time on Distance” adjustments.

5.2. Sections and order of start will be designated at the competitors’ meeting Saturday morning.

5.3. Section flags shall be displayed from the backstay.

6. RACING AREA

6.1. The racing area will be offshore from the South Haven lighthouse.

7. COURSE & MARKS

7.1. The course will be windward leeward with a downwind finish (rounding marks to port).

7.2. The Race Committee will designate the course on a white board with black letters.  At the Race Committee’s discretion, the course may also be announced over VHF radio, channel 69.

7.3. All marks will be orange or yellow, diamond shaped, buoys.

7.4. Any required course corrections will be made utilizing alternating colored buoys (yellow and orange).  The first change would be signified by a yellow, diamond shaped buoy.  Second change would be signified by an orange, diamond shaped buoy.  Subsequent changes would follow the above pattern.

7.5. The Race Committee shall use its discretion in shortening a course.

7.6. Be alert to the fact that a single section may have a course change without affecting any other section.   If course shortening occurs, the section(s) affected will finish the race at the next crossing of the Finish line.

7.7. Specific sections will be identified by the section color noted on the official regatta notice board.  The boat making the course change will display a section color for the affected section.  If all sections are affected by a change, no individual section flags will be displayed.

8. THE START

8.1. Races will be started by using rule 26.

8.2. The starting line will be between the orange flag displayed on the Race Committee boat at the starboard end and the port-end starting mark.

8.3. Boats whose warning signal has not been made shall avoid the starting area.

9. THE Finish

9.1. The finish line will be between the orange flag on the Race Committee boat at the starboard end and the port-end finishing mark.

10. TIME LIMIT

10.1. The time limit for each race will be three hours for the first boat to finish.

11. PROTESTS

11.1. Protests shall be delivered to the Race Committee within one hour after the Race Committee finish boat docks.  The protest time limit and a list of protests received will be posted on the notice board.  Hearings will be held as soon as possible after racing each day in the SHYC.

11.2. Decisions of the Protect Committee will be final as provided in rule 70.4.

12. SCORING

12.1. The Low Point System of Appendix A of the racing rules will apply.  All scores will count.  Five races are scheduled. Two races constitute a series.

13. radio communication

13.1. A boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats.  This restriction also applies to mobile telephones.

14. AWARDS

14.1. Awards will be given for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place in each section.

15. Disclaimer of liability

15.1. Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk.  See rule 4, Decision to Race.  The organizing authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.

16. insurance

16.1. Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third-party liability insurance.
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
